The Congress is open only to members and officials of the Bristol and District Chess League. Each section winner will receive a trophy, to be held for one year. There will be cash prizes in each section.  Other prizes may be awarded depending on entries. The winner of the Open will be Bristol Champion for 2006. All entry fees will be returned as prizes once expenses have been met. The distribution of the prize fund is at the discretion of the controllers. All entrants are bound by the Laws of Chess and the rules of the League. Advice on the Laws may be sought from the controllers, whose decision will be final on all matters. Entry is at the discretion of the organising committee, and they reserve the right to make any changes they deem necessary. All competitors are expected to play in every round, but may take a half-point bye in any one round except round 5. All games have quickplay finishes - there are no adjournments.
